How to Approach this Self-Taught Class: 

1. Read the sections and do the assigned homework problems from the textbook.

2. Write down all your questions/doubts in your notebook.

3. Go to the Center to have all your questions answered by a tutor or instructor.

4. Watch the video lectures on each section (available in My Math Lab).  
5. Do the computer quizzes.

6. Review.  Redo, if necessary.

Homework XE "Homework" : Read the appropriate sections, take good notes, rework the worked out examples in the textbook, make a list of your questions or doubts and do assigned exercises. A list of assignments is attached.  Written homework will be collected on the day of each exam.

Computer Quizzes: The computer quizzes are open book, open notes.  You take the quizzes in My Math Lab.  You may NOT get help from anyone when doing these quizzes.  You must do them on your own.  You can take each quiz up to 3 times.  Also, please DO NOT PRINT the results of each quiz.  The quiz deadlines are posted in this Handbook and also in My Math Lab.  You will not be allowed to take a quiz after a deadline.  
Exam Retakes XE "Exam Retakes" : You can retake each exam once.  You will get the higher of the two scores.  Your final score on a retake will be 90% of the total score.  For example, if you score a 90/100 on your retake, your final score will be 90% ∙ 90=81.  If you miss an exam deadline, your only option to make it up is to do it as a retake for a reduced grade.  You cannot retake the final.  The retake deadline is Friday, May 11, 2007.
To Finish the Course Early:  You may work ahead and finish this course early.  To finish the course means you have completed all of your homework, quizzes, exams and final exam.  When you have completed the course you do not have to attend the Center any more.  To add a Fast-Track Math 110 (College Algebra) you will need to complete Math 60 and add by February 26, 2007.
Incomplete Grade XE "Grade"  (I): XE "Incomplete Grade (I)"  You may petition for an INCOMPLETE grade, if:

You have satisfactorily (C or better) completed about 80% of the assignments and four exams, AND you are unable to complete the course due to circumstances beyond your control. A “Petition for I Grade” form is available at the front counter.

FW Grade XE "FW Grade" : Will NOT be issued.

Examination Procedures:
· The deadlines listed above indicate the last day you may take the exam.  You may take an exam anytime before or on the deadline.

· All exams will be written, free response tests.  No books or notes are allowed.
· Correct answers without supporting work will not get any credit.

· Write neatly and legibly. Partial credit may be earned.

· Each of exams 1-4 is about one hour long. Allow yourself about 90 minutes for each exam.

· The final exam is two hours long. Allow yourself about three hours for the final exam.

· The exams are not timed. However, you will not be allowed to leave the Testing Room until after the exam is completed.

· You will not be allowed to start on an exam during the last hour the Center is open.

· You will not be allowed to start on the final exam during the last two hours the Center is open.

· You must bring a valid Palomar Identification Card (PIC) or Driver’s License to take any exam.

· You must know your Student Identification Number and the five-digit Class Number to take an exam.

· Submit your PIC or Driver’s License at the front counter and ask for the exam.

· Bring enough pencils and an eraser. Do not use a pen.

· Bring a scientific calculator and ruler as necessary.

· You should not write on the exam. Answer sheets will be provided.

· Scratch paper will be provided for you upon request. You will not be allowed to use your own scratch paper.

· Scratch papers will not be graded. You must show your work in the appropriate space on the answer sheet. 

· The exam, answer sheets and scratch papers must be returned to the front counter upon completing the exam.

· All your belongings must be stowed under your chair during exams.

· Any attempt to remove exams, answer sheets or scratch papers used with the exam is considered academic dishonesty and will be dealt with accordingly.

· Cellular Telephones/Beepers must be turned OFF during exams, as you will not be allowed to go out during the exam.

· The results of your exam will be ready in 5 to 7 working days.  Your score will be posted in My Math Lab (under the “Gradebook” tab).

· Do not make any marks on the graded examination. A review sheet will be provided.

· Do not use your own paper. Rework any problems on the review sheet.
