EXTRA CREDIT OPTIONS:
1. Students may compete at a speech tournament. The student would compete in either informative or  persuasive speaking at the novice/beginning level. Tournament information will be posted on my website in the coming weeks. Other units/credits may be available for those who choose this option.

2. Students may attend Debate Forums- details to follow.
3. Observe a speech tournament or speech team event. 1-2 page report required; details to follow.

*Assignments (written only) that are not turned in on the assigned date will be considered late and will receive a deduction of at least one letter grade.

ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION
A. This class emphasizes participation and discussion.  The sharing of ideas, relevant opinions, and feelings, as well as timely attendance is highly encouraged to get the most out of your “Speech 100" experience.

B. Each student is allowed 3 absences (except on speaking days) without losing points.  All remaining absences will be unexcused and students will lose 5 points each time they fail to attend class on lecture days.

C. Late arrivals and early-exits are strongly discouraged.  Three (3) late arrivals or early-exits will count as one (1) un-excused absence and will result in a deduction of points.. 


D.  All students must attend class during individual speaking days.  Students who are not scheduled to speak on a particular day are needed as audience members to provide support and constructive feedback to fellow classmates.  Students who fail to attend class on a speaking day will lose 10 points.

E. Students must speak on their assigned day.  Students who fail to show up for their speaking day will receive no credit for the assignment.  A student is not allowed to make up a speech on a later date.  However, students are allowed to switch speaking days with other classmates (with my permission).

F. Please remember to sign the attendance sheet each day and bring  your textbook, note-taking materials, scantron sheets, and syllabus to each class meeting.

G. Please notify me by phone before class if you are not able to attend.

MISCELLANEOUS:
A.  You are responsible for any information, handouts, etc., given during your absence.

B.  You are responsible for bringing your own video tape to class for speech assignments.


C.  All written assignments must be typed (critiques, outlines, etc.).
