Tournament Etiquette:


What to do at a competition:

Before the round:
A. 	Arrive at the school 35-45 minutes before the first round begins (see schedule). It’s important to get acclimated and familiar with the campus and tournament environment. 
B.	Wear professional attire- like you would dress for an interview.
C.	Find the postings. The postings tell you the room and speaking order for each round. Bring a note-card and pen to write the round #, time, room # and your speaking order. The postings will be located at the student center. Look for “Novice Informative” or “Novice Persuasive.” Your name will have a school code next to it (like B2- Lowry).
D.	Once you have you posting info, go find your room. Get to the round before its starts (never be late). 


During the round:
	
A.	Put your name and speaking order on the board and sit down. Wait for the judge to call you up to speak.
B.	Stay for the whole round. Hear every speaker, be a good audience member, and wait to be excused by the judge. 
C.	Don’t ask the judge for comments or time. You will receive ballots with their comments after the tournament.


After the round:

A.	Go back to the postings to get your new room assignment and speaking order for the next round. You will have two preliminary rounds so be prepared to do this at least two times.
B.	Stay for final-round postings. If your name is on the posting you must stay and compete one more time. If so, congrats!! You will receive an award.
C.	On Sunday, you are only required to attend the awards ceremony if you are receiving an award- but all are welcome to attend and support the team.

DIRECTIONS TO GROSSMONT COLLEGE

From L.A. or other northern cities:
