Intramural Tournament Etiquette:

What to do at the competition:

Before the round:

A. 
Arrive at the school 30 minutes before the first round begins to sign-in (see schedule). 

B.
Wear professional attire- like you would dress for an interview.

C.
Find the postings. The postings tell you the room and speaking order for each round. Bring a note-card and pen to write the round #, time, room # and your speaking order. The postings will be located in front of the I-T building. Look for your name under the “Novice Informative” or “Novice Persuasive” postings. 

D.
Once you have your posting info, go find your room. Get to the round before its starts (never be late). 

During the round:

A.
Put your name and speaking order on the board and sit down. Wait for the judge to call you up to speak.

B.
Stay for the whole round. Hear every speaker, be a good audience member, and wait to be excused by the judge. 

C.
Don’t ask the judge for comments or time. You will receive ballots with their comments after the tournament.

After the round:

A.
Go back to the postings to get your new room assignment and speaking order for the next round. You will have two preliminary rounds so be prepared to do this at least two times.

B.
There will not be an awards ceremony after the tournament. Competitors will be awarded in their Speech 100 classes the following week.
