RESOLUTION

May 20, 1943

WHEREAS, it is the announced intention of the United States Government to release interned Japanese to coastal areas, and

WHEREAS, it is a known fact that racial ideologies, emperor worship and their belief in their destiny to rule the world, prevent them from ever becoming loyal Americans, and

WHEREAS, it has been proved that Japanese, both foreign and native born, plotted against the United States, and supplied information of military nature to the enemies of the country, and

WHEREAS, few if any record exist of any Japanese, native or foreign born, supplying information to the government of the United States that would aid in the defense of this country, and the defeat of its enemies, or on espionage by other Japanese, both citizens and agents of the Japanese government, and

WHEREAS, it is  a well known fact that the Japanese undermined the agricultural economy of California and San Diego County, by below cost production through subsidies from the Japanese government and by manipulating the market to the detriment of American Farmers, and

WHEREAS, the best interest of the United States, the prosecution of this war and the protection of our people, best would be served by retention of all Japanese, native or foreign born, in internment camps, now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the San Diego Chamber of Commerce inform 
· The Secretary of the Interior

· The Governor of California

· Our Representatives in Congress 
· And the President of the United States

Of our vigorous opposition to release of any and all Japanese from internment camps, and that we also strenuously protest the coddling of these Japanese in internment camps, while American boys on the fighting front must subsist for long periods on insufficient food, and while American prisoners in Japanese prisons and internment camps are executed, tortured and otherwise ill-treated, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Directors again go on record demanding legislation to forever prevent the return of Japanese, native and foreign born to the farm lands of California, and for their permanent disbarrment from citizenship in the United States, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that we urge the Government of the United States to make every effort to eventually exchange the Japanese in our internment camps for Americans held in Japanese prisons and internment camps, thus obtaining their permanent removal from the United States.
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
