I am a Member of a Subcommittee headed by Congressman Costello of Los Angeles,

representing the California Delegation in Congress which has taken a stand very similar 

to the one outlined by the Resolution you have just adopted. 


So far there has been no overt move made to return the interned Japanese to our coastal areas but as you know some of the men in the Military Service have been permitted to go back on leave. The Delegation is meeting again early next week and we are currently using every method at our disposal to prevent the release of the Japanese from the Relocation Centers.
